POWERPOINT INTEGRATION 
You can now access, organize, and run your PowerPoint presentations from inside CPS. Ask verbal questions throughout your presentation to determine student comprehension while CPS saves all of the data automatically in your CPS database. To utilize this new feature, follow the instructions below. 

Making your PowerPoint presentations accessible
1. Create a PowerPoint presentation. If you already 
have a presentation created, skip to step number 3.
2. Save your presentation to a location you will be 
able to find.
3. Open CPS from your desktop icon.
4. Open the Lessons tab. Notice that you now have a 
folder labeled Presentations. This is where you will 
save and organize all of your PowerPoint presentations. 
5. Right-click on the Presentations folder and choose 
Add File, or click on the Presentations folder, click 
File, and then Add File. 
6. Locate and select the PowerPoint file you would 
like to add.
7. Click Open. Your PowerPoint presentation will now 
be accessible from the Lessons tab of CPS.

Engaging a lesson with a PowerPoint presentation
1. Open CPS from your desktop icon.
2. Open the Lessons tab.
3. Double-click on the Presentations folder to show 
all of your PowerPoint presentations.
4. Highlight the presentation you want to run.
5. Click Engage Lesson(s). The Session Setup window 
will appear.
6. Choose the options applicable for your session, 
and click Start. Your PowerPoint presentation will 
appear on the screen.
7. Click anywhere on the screen to advance through 
the slides.
8. To ask a question at any point, simply click the 
Verbal button.
9. Click Close to end your CPS and PowerPoint 
session. You can end your session anytime before or 
after your PowerPoint presentation is completed.
