Creating a Pictograph
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1. Have pictures ready to use. Save pictures that you want to use into a folder that you can easily find.

2. Open Excel and create a table of information.

3. Highlight the information and create a bar graph.
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4. Click slowly twice on one of the bars to select it. When only that column is selected control-click (or right click) to and choose format data point.

5. In the next window choose Fill Effects and then Picture.  Locate the picture that you want to use and choose it.
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6. In the next window choose stack and scale to.  In our example we are setting it so that one picture equals one unit or vote for favorite.

The final product will be a pictograph showing what the students were measuring.
